You will also
need to have a current Motor Vehicle driver’s license.

Driver Training

The driver training course covers the driver's duties on Alco GM & GE locomotive
types, with topics covering Air Brake systems and Diesel Engine management This
course has a mix of both theory and practical training and has national recognition.

Courses are conducted at our Chullora centre or on site with locomotives provided
by our clients as required. The off the job course length is 10 days and cost is
$2090.00 per person.

Following the driver-training course it is recommended the trainee be assigned with
an experienced driver for a period of time to learn on the job. A logbook or training
record is provided by SCRT to ensure that the necessary standard is achieved.

Once training is completed the driver is issued with a Certificate of competency to
drive locomotives and trains by the Rail Operator on behalf of the Ministry of
Transport NSW.
